Ernst & Young recognise that technology is
an important enabler for providing servicesto
their clients. The UK e-Audit group, based at
Ernst & Young's officesin Nottingham, isa
dedicated team of experts who develop or
acquire new technol ogies and techniques to
continue to innovate the way that Ernst &
Young deliversits audits. They have found
advantages in working with Monarch, a data
mining software published by Datawatch.

Audit group explains that “ Our audit
procedures include a range of analytical
techniques that require usto capture financial
data fromour clients. With older and bespoke
systems, the main means of extracting
information isin printed reports.” He goes
on to explain that “ At Ernst & Young we use
a number of internally devel oped standardised
analytical tools (Automated Analytics Modules)
aswell as more flexible analysis applications
like ACL and MS Access. By facilitating the
capture of information, Monarch enables us
to perform our procedures more efficiently
and allows usto provide greater insight, value
and quality to our clients.”

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Peter explainsthat “ Monarch providesa bridge
to older and bespoke applications, allowing
usto request print images of reportsand extract
the required information to drive our audit
analysis’ He goes on to say that “ the ability
to extract the information in this way, as
opposed to manually reviewing a paper report,
allows us to perform our procedures more
efficiently and effectively.” Reports are much
more valuable as report files than they are
printed on paper, eliminating the need for
manually entering report datainto a spreadsheet
and freeing up time that can now be spent
devising new ways of analysing the data.
Because Monarch gives end usersimmediate
access to report data, users can act quickly on
information and identify errors. One of the
key features of Monarch isthat you arein
control of your data, the interface is user-
friendly and because no programming skills
are needed any department can work
independently from the IT department.

Implementation at Ernst & Young involved
deploying the application to those auditors
requiring the functionality. “ e have internally
produced self-study guides and we demonstrate
and promote the tool as part of our core
training courses’ says Peter. “ This ensures
people are aware Monarch exists and that it
provides themwith data capture alter natives.”
Opinion isthat “ Monarch is easy to use and
set-up. It also fitswell into our audit approach
by allowing usto create models at the planning
stage and then leverage these during our year
end audit to quickly access data. Providing
there is no change in the structure of the report
or systems we can go on to use these models
in future years.” When asked what features
are most useful, Peter rates the core extract
functionality at thetop.
